He reflects on Urban Visionôs impact on his life in this 
interview with fellow ñUV kidò Micah Matthews. 

 
M ICAH : So when did you first get involved with UV? 

TOO DOH SAY : When my family came to the U.S., around 
2008é I was like 12 or 13. My first time here was for 
S.O.S., then I started to do Bible study, and we helped with 
Kidsô Club, and did all kinds of stuff. It was great. 

If I remember correctly, it was in one of the Discipleship 
times that you accepted the Lordðis that right? 

Yes! I knew that God existed... My friends, like you, they 
talked about God all the time, but I just didnôt care. Then 
Pastor Jeff gave me a Bibleð and I couldnôt stop reading it!  
I had always heard that you had to do all this good stuff to  
go to  Heaven, but he explained to me, ñall  
you need to do is believe in 
Him, because He already 
paid for all your sins.ò And 
I said  ñWHOA! Thatôs so 
cool! Thank you, God!ò  
So thatôs how I became a 
believer, at Urban Vision.

How about educationally, or 
how itôs prepared you for life?  

Yeah! I hated schoolé I would 
look at words, and my brain 
would flip the whole wordé    
but no one knew that was the 
problem. I just figured school 
was not for me, and I would 
drop out or somethingé I 
wanted to learn, but I just didnôt  
have the opportunity to really understand stuff. But then I 
came here, Mrs. Guida taught me every day, and she helped 
me so much. Because of that I graduated high school! 

Also, I learned to work hard at Urban Vision. Mr. Rodney 
taught me what the point of working isðitôs for God. 
And he helped me go to trade school. I went for carpentry, 
electricity, plumbing, all at one time. I was supposed to go 
for two years, but I worked hard and finished in one year. 
Now I have a good job and I can help my family. 

 
So how are you and your family involved with UV now?  

Now I come to church here. I try to volunteer too, though now 
that Iôm working, I donôt have too much time. But my little 
brother and my cousins come here now, and I get to see 
them do the same things here that I did when I was 
younger... I think itôs great Urban Vision gives these kids 
so many opportunities. I know it meant a lot to me.
